I'd laboriously gencrated this way and was reminded of how useless samples can be in
live performance. It seems to me that M-Q data such as Lemur generates could be
played & modified in realtime by a bank of software sinewave oscillators running on a
Mac PowerPC. ] know that research at CNMAT has been able to accomplish this kind of
thing on a MIPS cbip in an SGI Indy. Maybe 50 oscillators would be enough, maybe
even 30 would suffice 10 generate some wild sounds in live performance - the MQ data
is ideal for morphing sounds. Is this a worthy project for the software geniuses at
STEIM?

Let me know if this idea strikes you as appropriate - I have others, to0.
